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Kiyomizu-dera Temple
(O30 minutes by train and on foot

This is an old temple with a history of more
than 1,200 years, said to have been founded
in 778. Its most famous feature is the main
hall, called "Kiyomizu-no-butai" (stage of
Kiyomizu), which offers beautiful scenery
during the cherry blossom season in spring
and the autumn foliage season in fall.
